GLS organizes 2 excursions every week, one half day and one full day activity. The students are going to 
do the excursions by public transportation. All costs related to these excursions are included. On a half 
day excursion we will take students mostly to the centre of Munich, Munich’s English garden, the training 
grounds of FC Bayern or the BMW- factory. On full day excursions we will take students for example to 
castle Nymphenburg, with a visit of the castle and the Botanical Garden,or the Olympiazentrum with a 
visit of the summer festival and a tour up the Olympia Tower.

a) GLS experience & services  

GLS has been placing foreign students at German high schools for more than 10 years now, and 
we have been sending Germans abroad to high school programs all over the world even longer, 
since 1983. GLS is a member of DFH Deutscher Fachverband High School (German Association 
for High School Programs).  
 

Included in the program price are: 

·  placement at a high school (state, private or international) 
·  accommodation with full board 
·  supervision by a member of GLS staff  
·  providing of all necessary information material  
·  a certificate of attendance, issued by the German high school  
·  3 GLS reports per year, 2 per semester  
·  orientation meeting after arrival organized by the local coordinator 
·  transfer from the nearest airport or station to the accommodation  
·  letter of invitation for visa application  
·  help with all questions and problems from GLS office Berlin and the respective regional office 

For BERLIN Placements: 

·  Participation in the GLS Campus activity programme (cultural activities in the week, excursions at 
the weekend) 

·  Free language course in the evening (2 x weekly) 

Not included are:  

·  pocket money - ca. Euro 150 - Euro 200 per month  
·  books and course material  
·  travelling expenses between school and accommodation  
·  insurance – 15 Euro a week  
·  preparatory German language course (optional). Check our website for current specials 

combining summer programs with high school stays . 

b) Types of schools  

I. State schools with accommodation in a host famil y – stays of 2, 3, 4, 5 or max. 11 months 
(no possibility of doing the German university entrance examination - “Abitur”). Our main 
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placement areas are Berlin, Bavaria and Bremen where the local coordinators organise meetings 
regularly and your client can profit from very close tutoring.  

II. Private boarding schools  – stays of 5 or 11 months; extendable to 2 or 3 years, (option to 
take the “Abitur”) 

III. International schools  with accommodation either in host family or boarding - stays of 11 
months; extendable to 2 or 3 years, i.e. with possibility to do the International Baccalaureate 

IV. Differences between state, private and internat ional schools  

The most obvious difference between these 3 school types are the prices : private and international 
schools are more expensive than state schools. This doesn´t necessarily mean higher academic 
standards. The price difference results from school fees and from extra services offered such as 
accommodation in a boarding house. State schools are sponsored by the ministry and do not require the 
payment of fees. The programme fee is for placement administration costs, GLS tutoring by a local 
coordinator and an expense allowance for your host family. 

A further difference is the duration  of the high school program: At a state school foreign students can 
stay only for an academic year. At a private or international school the length of their stay is unlimited.  

Additionally: At a private school foreign students can sit the "Abitur", and at an international school the 
"International Baccalaureate" which is accepted by universities worldwide. Prerequisite is a stay of 
minimum 2 or 3 years, as the assessment for both "Abitur" and "International Baccalaureate" includes, not 
just a final exam, but include all credits students collected during the two years prior to the examination.  

Please note: students can not sit "Abitur" or "International Baccalaureate" at a state school, because at 
state schools they are not allowed to stay longer than 11 months. 

c) Costs – understanding our fees  

Going to high school in Germany is not free of charge, regardless of whether you opt for a state, private or 
international school.  

Like everywhere else, private and international schools in Germany charge for both tuition and boarding. 
State schools, however, offer tuition for free. You clients might wonder why, in that case, they need to pay 
for a state school programme. What they pay for is not tuition: they pay for the support and service that 
they require as foreign students:  
 

·  Accommodation: Host families receive a monthly expense allowance for providing all meals. This 
expense allowance doesn´t cover real costs, and should be seen as a sign of appreciation for 
their effort. Finding and inspecting potential host families often means a lot of work done by GLS 
staff - a service included in the program price as well. 

·  School placement: Enrolling a foreign student at a state school is quite a bureaucratic procedure, 
entailing personal visits to the school as well as repeated phone calls and lots of paper work. 
Furthermore, state schools never deal with foreign students directly (unless their family resides in 
Germany and the student needs to be schooled here). As an agency we represent the student.  

·  Consultation: We provide you and your clients with all the information necessary and make sure, 
that you hand in exactly the documents that are needed. In case your clients need a visa, we also 
take care of the "letter of invitation" that they need for the visa application.  

·  Supervision: A GLS coordinator will be by your clients´ side throughout their stay; there will be an 
orientation meeting after their arrival, and we will be there as well in case conflicts arise with the 
host family or school. We organise monthly meetings with other exchange students and in Berlin 
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students have the possibility to take part in the afternoon activities for participants of our language 
courses.  

·  Transfers: We arrange your clients´ transfer from airport or station of arrival to their 
accommodation. 

·  German learning support: GLS accepts students of levels from elementary to advanced. We are 
convinced that the best language school for young adults is everyday life at school and with their 
family. However, formal learning of the language is a necessary part of the process and we 
provide this through free attendance to our evening courses. The better the student learns the 
language, the more they will benefit from their stay. 

 

d) Requirements  

The requirements your clients need to meet are:  

State schools 

·  Minimum age 15 years, maximum 18 years at the time of arrival in Germany 
·  Basic German knowledge is not a prerequisite. However, to minimize the “culture shock” we do 

recommend students learn German before their arrival or take advantage of the many GLS 
summer junior programmes (look out for specials combining both programmes on our website!) 
beforehand. 

·  Minimum overall academic record of „C“ average in past three years of secondary school in your 
home country 

·  Necessary maturity and independence to study successfully at a German school and to adapt to 
life as a member of a German family 

Private Schools 

·  Minimum age 13 years, maximum 18 years at the time of arrival in Germany 
·  A basic German knowledge might be a prerequisite in some centers. Students can take 

advantage of our junior summer programmes above. 
·  Minimum overall academic record of „C“ average in past three years of secondary school in your 

home country 

International Schools 

·  Minimum age 11 years, maximum 18 years at the time of arrival in Germany 
·  Advanced knowledge of English is mandatory; knowledge of German desirable but not obligatory  
·  Minimum overall academic record of „C“ average in past three years of secondary school in your 

home country 
 

e) Abitur, International Baccalaureate and school c ertificates  

I. Abitur:   

Some of your clients may be interested in “Abitur”, the German high school diploma, as they want to 
attend a German university later on. Please note, that “Abitur” is possible only at private schools, not at 
state schools. 
 
Why? The "Abitur" isn´t just a final exam session, but includes all credits students collected during the two 
years prior to final exams. Which means, that students need at least 2 years at a German high school in 
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order to do "Abitur". And this - an attendance of minimum two years - is possible at private schools only. 
State schools, however, insist on a maximum duration of one academic year, which cannot be extended. 
To sum it up: If your clients want to do the "Abitur", they have to spend at least 2 years at a private school. 
Mostly 3 will be required for them to improve their German level to that of a native speakers. 

II. International Baccalaureate  

An alternative to “Abitur”, accepted by German as well as foreign universities. Conditions are similar as for 
Abitur: an attendance of minimum 2 years at an international school.  
 

III. Going to university in Germany after finishing  high school  

…is possible, if your clients are EU citizens and obtained their "Abitur" or “International Baccalaureate” 
with good grades. If they did pass "Abitur" or “International Baccalaureate”, but need a visa, they may 
have to go back to their home country first in order to get the type of visa needed for university studies, 
obtainable only with acceptance letter by a German university. 

IV. School certificates  

Whether your clients stay for just 3 months or a full academic year their German school will issue a 
certificate, that will document how long they attended that school and in what class. It usually also 
includes a comment on their academic performance.  

This certificate certainly will be of great help later on, when they start looking for a job: Potential 
employers will see that they showed initiative by going abroad and stood the test of having lived in a 
foreign environment for some time. Plus, of course, having a German school certificate will imply, that 
they speak German quite well and are familiar with German culture. 

This document is NOT a marks transcript, just a certificate of attendance and achievement. Please 
confirm with the student’s school in their home country what the requirements are for returning students. 
Although it is possible for a student to obtain marks on the subjects attended, it is somewhat unrealistic 
that they will score the same kind of marks as at home unless their German was very good to start with. 
Teachers are understanding with a student´s linguistic limitations, and do support foreign students, but 
they are required to grade all students equally. If this matter is discussed before the student leaves their 
country, their school will usually be flexible about what they expect.  

 

f) Visa & insurance: EU and non EU countries  

Visa 

EU citizens do not need a visa to attend a German school (please note: important is EU citizenship - if 
your clients are living in the EU, but are Non EU nationals, different visa regulations may apply). If you 
aren´t sure about your country, please check this website http://www.auswaertiges-
amt.de/diplo/de/Laenderinformationen/03-WebseitenAV/Uebersicht.html with the web adresses of all 
German embassies worldwide, so you can contact them directly and ask for instructions. 

Students from countries such as Brazil or the USA, who do not need a visa to enter the country will need 
a residency permit for stays longer than 3 months. GLS helps them with any documents needed and a 
member of staff will go with them to the immigration offices to obtain the permit.  
 
Insurance  
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Exchange student are obliged to have an third-party liability, accident and health insurance which can be 
booked through GLS. If they organise insurance independently, GLS needs to check the papers to decide 
if all requirements are met. Some doctors will send an invoice to the student that can then be forwarded to 
the insurance company. In other cases they will require payment directly after treatment. In such cases, 
exchange students are responsible for the payment, and will be reimbursed later by the insurance 
company upon handing in the claim form and a copy of the paid bill. 

g) How and when to apply / payment  

Program start : 

Anytime  all year round, if clients opt for a stay of 2, 3 or 4 months . If they´d like to stay for a semester or 
11 months, they can start in either autumn  (usually September) or spring  (usually February). As 
Germany is a federal republic with different countries, starting dates may vary slightly from region to 
region. 

Application deadlines : Ideally 4 months before planned arrival in Germany.  
 
How to book : Please fill in the enrolment form in the appendix, indicating your clients’ choice as to school 
type (state, private, international) Of course you can use the online enrolment as well. After having sent 
your enrolment, you will receive a detailed application form that we ask you to fill in.  
 
In the detailed application form your clients will be asked  
- to give some more information about themselves, their hobbies, their family 
- to write a short essay on their motivation for wanting to attend a school in Germany 
- to write a letter to their prospective host family, introducing themselves 
- to provide a teacher’s comment on their level of German (if  
- to send a transcript of grades 
- to send a recommendation by their school 
- to include a medical statement 
 
As soon as you return this form, we can start the placement process: Now we have all the information 
necessary to find an accommodation and a school that match your client’s expectations and personal 
background. 
 

Payment : A deposit of Euro 500 is due together with returning the detailed application form described 
above. Please note that we can not start the placement process without having received the deposit, and 
that a delay in paying the deposit entails a delay in the placement process, so that your client may not be 
able to start school in time. Rest payment is due 4 weeks prior to starting school in Germany.  

 

7. How to book 

Booking procedures for all programs: 

All prices on the pricelist and on our website are gross, including our standard agent commission 
of 15% for junior summer program. For the academic year program commissions are 15% for 
state schools and 10% for private and international schools. 

Please find instructions for enrolling a student in a high school program above in the high school 
program description. For all other programs: Please fill in the enrolment form in the appendix and 
submit it by fax to +49 30 787 41 92 or email to german@gls-berlin.de. By enrolling a student you 
accept our terms and conditions (see last page). After receiving your enrolment, you will hear 
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from us within max. 48 hours (except weekends) with a booking confirmation, invoice – gross 
invoice for your client / net invoice for you - plus an information set for your client. Accommodation 
details will be sent, after we received full payment. 

If your client needs a visa, please send applications early enough, as visa procedures usually 
take up to 4 weeks (even longer, if your client wants a course of more than 90 days). The 
following fields on the enrolment form must be filled in: your client’s date of birth and passport 
number; and please indicate as well, if you want documents to be sent by ordinary mail or by 
express (surcharge of Euro 60).  

Letter of Invitation: We send invitations only after having received full payment: Together with the 
enrolment form please provide credit card details with an authorization to deduct full payment for 
the program your client booked. In case of visa denial, the amount will be refunded, except for a 
handling fee of € 200.  

Please be insured, that in the past invitations by GLS have always been accepted by German embassies. 
Your client´s risk, to loose the EURO 200, thus is very low, if all other documents, that the respective 
embassy demands, like international insurance for example are handed in correctly. 

 

8. Transfers 
 
Transfers are included in all programmes. 
 
Please try to arrange an arrival between 8.00 am and 10.00 pm.  A member of GLS staff or the student'– 
for programs with accommodation in a host family / half board – the host family will be at the airport or 
station to meet your client and to pick him or her up. To ensure the transfer, please let us know the exact 
date, time and airport/station of  arrival as soon as possible – please fill in the “Travel Details” in the 
appendix and return it by email to german@gls-berlin.de or via fax 0049 30 787 41 92. We highly 
apprecitate if you send us the details at least 2 weeks prior to arrival.  
 
The person meeting your client (GLS staff or host family) will be waiting for your client right in front of the 
gate at the airport or at the station, and your client will recognize them by a sign with your client´s name or 
a GLS sign they are carrying. Please note: the transfer can be done by car or public transport as well.  
 

9. Terms and Conditions 
 
a) Confirmation Procedures  
 
·  All bookings will be confirmed within 48 hours via fax or email, except for weekends 
 
·  Students who need to receive original confirmations or visa support letters quickly  

can request that documents be sent by express courier for an additional fee of 60 EUR 
 

·  Changes made prior to the student`s arrival will be accepted, subject to availability,  
at an additional charge of EUR 50.  

 
b) Payments  
 
·  All prices on the price list and on our website are gross, including our standard commission of 15% / 

accommodation 10% (except for private schools in the High School program, here the commission is 
10%). 

 
·  Upon final program confirmation, GLS will send an invoice by fax, email or mail.  

Course and accommodation must be paid in full 2 weeks before arrival. 
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·  If a visa is needed:  The “letter of invitation” will be sent only after having received full payment for the 

program. In case of visa denial, GLS will keep EURO 200 as a handling fee.

c) Cancellation and Refund Policy  
 

If you have to cancel your course, please inform GLS Sprachenzentrum immediately in writing.  
If cancellation is received at least 2 weeks before arrival, the program fees are fully refundable. GLS will 
retain the deposit of EUR 200 to cover the administrative costs. 
If cancellation is received prior to arrival, but later than 2 weeks in advance, GLS will retain 30% of the 
total amount due. 
No refunds will be made after classes begin with respect to tuition fees and internship or academic year 
placement fee. 
If students want to change accommodation arrangements after arrival, they must give GLS 2 weeks 
notice. All funds paid for accommodation after these 2 weeks will be refunded, less a handling fee of EUR 
50. There are no refunds or accommodation changes on stays for 4 weeks or less.  
GLS will make all refunds within 30 days ONLY to the person or agency that made payment to school.  
 
d) General Conditions   

 
To secure transfer of arriving juniors and teenagers, all necessary information - exact date and time of 
arrival, airline and flight no., name of airport or station - must be sent to GLS no later than one week 
before arrival. Arrivals must be scheduled between 7am and 23pm. Arrivals outside this time frame are 
arranged at a surcharge. 
All kinds of drugs and alcohol are strictly forbidden in the junior programme. Should any student break this 
rule, he or she will be sent back home prematurely at his or her own expenses. 
If a group has less than 3 participants, GLS reserves the right to reduce tuition from 90 to 60 minutes per 
double lesson. 
No tuition takes place on German public holidays. Morning group classes are not replaced; afternoon 
group classes and individual tuition will be moved to other days. 
GLS is not responsible for lessons cancelled due to force majeure. 
GLS is not responsible for accidents and illness of a student during the courses. In any case the liability of 
GLS is limited to the triple amount of the course fee for all damages. 
Students are responsible for any and all damages they cause and must directly compensate the owner of 
the property involved. 
Students must show proof of sufficient coverage re medical and personal liablility insurance. 
All complaints must be made to GLS Sprachenzentrum directly during the course in Berlin. 
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Germany, and venue for any possible legal proceeding 
arising due to the administration of this agreement shall be in Berlin, Germany.
